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With a few extra precautions this year,  
you can still make sure everyone has 
spooktacular time while keeping safe.

Trick-or-treating:
• Trick-or-treat with people from your family to limit contacts 

outside the household. 

• Make masks part of your costumes. Have your child wear a  
non-medical mask they can wear as a part of, or underneath 
their Halloween costume.

• Keep your distance from other groups when you’re out. If you 
can, knock or call “trick or treat” instead of pushing doorbells.

• Use hand sanitizer while out and clean your hands before 
handling candy and treats you bring home. 

• If anyone in the household isn’t felling well, please stay home 
this year. 

Handing out candy:
• Don’t hand out candy if anyone in your household isn’t feeling 

well or is isolating.

• Wear a non-medical mask that covers your nose and mouth 
while handing out candy. 

• Use tongs to hand out pre-packaged candy to help keep  
a distance. 

• Ask trick-or-treaters to knock or call out instead of ringing  
the doorbell.
